Honors Center
The Bryenton Center for Honors Program provides a separate,
24-hour access study center, open only to honors students.

Flexibility in Course Selection

Instead of nearly 40 semester hours of general education
requirements, honors students complete specialized seminars and
10 self-selected support courses.

Academic Privileges

Honors students receive priority registration privileges. In

addition, program graduates wear distinctive academic regalia at
commencement and receive an honors diploma, an impressive
accomplishment to add to a resume or graduate school application.

Community of Learners
The honors program is a supportive community of motivated students
who empower one another in the scholarly pursuit of excellence.

Portfolio Compilation

Throughout honors students’ four years at Heidelberg, they

compile a portfolio of their accomplishments and credentials. These
portfolios demonstrate to future employers and graduate schools
that honors students are articulate, adept at problem solving and
capable of integrating learning with life and work experiences.
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admission to the program

Incoming first-year students are invited to enter the Bryenton
Center for Honors Program if they score at least a 27 on the ACT
or at least an 1820 on the SAT. Candidates must also possess at
least a 3.5 GPA or be ranked in the top 10 percent of their high
school class. Students who do not meet these criteria upon
admission to Heidelberg may apply for admission to the Honors
Program after completing 15 semester hours while achieving a
minimum 3.5 GPA. In order to complete the program sequence
and requirements, students must seek admission to the
program before completing 56 semester hours.

Transfer students also qualify for the Honors Program in one
of two ways:

Meet the above high school requirements or with permission
from the Program Director;

OR

Have a 3.5 college GPA based on a minimum of 15 semester hours
or 22.5 quarter hours and permission of the Program Director.
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
