David reported that the LACCD District Academic Summit 2009: Designing the Future will be held at LAVC’s Monarch Hall on October 2, 8:00 a.m.  – 3:15.p.m.  We have a full schedule with over 180 people signed up.
The opening session is: Opportunities and Challenges Facing the District, a panel discussion with Mona Fields, President of the Board of Trustees, Tyree Wieder, Ed. D., Interim Chancellor, Mark Rocha, PhD., President, West Los Angeles College, Gary Colombo, Vice Chancellor of Institutional Effectiveness, Marvin Martinez, Vice Chancellor of Economic and Workforce Development, Carl Friedlander, President, Faculty Guild, and moderator David Beaulieu, President, district Academic Senate, 
There will be seven breakout sessions, including Integrated Learning: A Classroom Perspective; Integrated Learning: A Support Services Perspective; New Approaches to Curriculum: Career Academies; Design Build vs. Design Bid Build; Energy/LEED/Sustainable Practices; Building User Groups and FF&E; and Governance in LACCD.  The last two sessions will run once and the rest will be repeated twice.
Dee Patel reported that the Green California Community College Summit- Building Gateways to the Green Economy will be held at the Pasadena Convention Center on October 5, 2009, from 9:00AM to 4:00PM. The opening session will feature a welcome by Dee Patel, followed by Dr Lance Williams of United States Green Building Council – Los Angeles Chapter; Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design (LEED) as it relates to Curriculum Development.

Beth Abels reported that she would be accompanying about 25 students from Pierce College to the September 30, 2009 Governors’ Global Climate Summit 2:  On the Road to Copenhagen, led by Secretary of State Linda Adams. The students will be exposed to the importance of California’s commitment to clean transportation, and the need to support national climate change legislation. 
David suggested it would be a good idea for us all to investigate the opportunities to take students to relevant conferences, in order to foster greater commitment from the students for campus wide sustainability initiatives. 
Bond Program Update
Stimulus Grant Group Update – Marvin Martinez

Sustainable Works Update – Dee Patel reported that LACCD Facilities and Planning Group will continue to fund this program as a self sustaining model. Six successful “graduates” will be selected to undergo further training, to either co-teach and eventually lead a workshop (currently we have two such students at LAVC and LACC .) or be  given training in the green building field. They will get paid internship for 10 hours a week assisting the LEED AP on their campus with the LEED documentation process. 
Alliance to Save Energy Update – Lynn Winter Gross reported the program has been launched at ELAC, WLAC and LASC, with four interns at each college conducting energy efficiency audits. 

Academic Courses: Sustainability 101 has been developed by Don Gauthier at LAVC;  a climate change course developed by John Grimmer and Randy Adsit. and a number of courses in the architectural disciplines.. We need to be sure we are all aware of the courses being developed throughout the district.
Recycling Update: Lynn Winter Gross reported that the Big Belly solar trash compactors have been installed at each of the colleges. Most of the colleges showed the recycling video on flex day. to build awareness on recycling issues . Artwork unique to each campus will be installed on all solar trash compactors.

Sustainability Institute Preparation – David reported we will be discussing this at length at the next meeting as it looks like the funding will come through. If the institute is developed, the LACCD will have an opportunity to implement many our programs, such as faculty development, and become a  resource for the region.
