FROZEN COOKIE DOUGH & BROWNIE BATTER SALE  
  
We will be taking orders for boxes of cookie dough and brownie batter to raise money for our 
Grad-Night. Please take an order form and buy some boxes, sell some to extended family 
members, neighbors and co-workers.  
  
HELPFUL INFO:  

• The dough comes from Dough-to-Go, a commercial cookie dough business in Santa Clara 
that is owned and operated by Homestead alumni. They sell primarily to restaurants, hotels 
and food enterprises, but they also support school fundraisers.  

• All ingredients are fresh and natural, no preservatives, dairy kosher.  
• Dough is frozen and can be stored in your freezer for up to 6 months, or in your refrigerator 

for up to 2 weeks.  
• Each box of cookie dough contains 36 pre-formed 1.25-ounce cookies. Each box of brownie 

batter will yield about 2 dozen 1.5-ounce brownies. Just bake and enjoy!   
  
IMPORTANT DETAILS:  

• Take orders from now until FRIDAY, APRIL 10th.   
• Make sure you DO get your customers’ addresses and phone numbers on the order form, in 

case you need to track them down at distribution/pick-up time.  
• COLLECT THE MONEY WHEN YOU TAKE THE ORDER! Cash, or checks payable to:

• Put your order form(s) and all money/checks in an envelope, seal, and mail to Kathy 

Buranzon at: 
1023 Ingram Ct, Sunnyvale, 94087 (push through mail slot into the house if not at home).  
Orders/money MUST BE RECEIVED BY OR BEFORE FRIDAY, APRIL 10th—no  
exceptions. Early turn in over the preceding weekend is fine, and might be more convenient  
for you!  

• The frozen cookie dough and brownie batter will be picked up on MONDAY, APRIL 
20th, and MUST be distributed immediately. The central distribution point will be the 
HHS Staff Parking Lot (entrance at intersection of Homestead & Mary) between 4-6 
pm.  
Decide in advance if you plan to pick up all your customers’ orders and distribute them 
yourself that evening, store the items in your own freezer until you can deliver the products, 
OR have your customers come to our distribution point that evening to pick up their orders.
