JOTA WEEKEND!

The weekend of 19-21 October 2001 marks the 44th annual Jamboree On The Air. In response to the challenge issued 
last month, Rudy Ault N2JZK answered the call and will be conducting JOTA from the Deerslayer District Fall 
Camporee site at Old Fort Schoharie near Schoharie, New York.  Rudy is also Scoutmaster of Troop 117, Sharon 
Springs, NY. His family are all hams with wife Dorothy KB2LGA and Scout son Ted KC2GVS. Rudy's contact address is:

Foothills District Camporee and JOTA will be on Meade Road northwest of Jefferson, Schoharie County, NY. At least 
four stations will work the JOTA frequencies: Jim LeBaron WA2IAX, Kevin Brown N2ZPY, Ray Ginter N2ZQF (see next 
article), and Fred Stevens K2FRD. Jim WA2IAX will also be passing traffic via several local 2-Meter repeaters (see 
article below). Kevin N2ZPY and Troop 73 KA2BSA will be bringing and operating from their respective communications 
trailer and van (see next article).

These are the scheduled JOTA frequencies:

3.740, 3.940, 7.270, 14.290, 18.140, 21.360, 24.960, 28.390 for SSB (voice)
and 3.590, 7.030, 14.070, 18.080, 21.140, 24.910, 28.190 for CW (code).

During a normal JOTA Saturday, the bands are crowded with Scouters from around the world vying for openings in the 
crowded bandspace. Listen up from the designated frequencies for local stations.

It is difficult to calculate because of the many thousands of unreported stations which participate in JOTA, but it 
has been estimated that 500,000 Scouts and Scouters world-wide participate in JOTA.

      At twenty minutes past the hour on the 146.955 (Walton)
repeater;

      And at 1830 (6:30PM, 2230Z) via the OCTEN traffic net on 146.850.

OCARG TO GET ITS OWN CALLSIGN? NEED INPUT/FEEDBACK!

OCARG is in a position to apply for and obtain its own callsign for JOTA, District and Council Camporees, and other 
Scouting Special Events and activities. Since the FCC simplified its club callsign rules and the ARRL has taken 
over the responsibility of assigning club callsigns, it has greatly simplified the application process. In fact, as 
far as I can tell, all that has to be done is fill out Form NCVEC Form 605 and send it to the ARRL who takes action 
on it. OCARG does not need to be ARRL-affiliated although this might be desirable down the road for educational/
instructional purposes.

There are a number of logical callsigns available according to a Search on QRZ.com:
KO2BSA, KZ2BSA, NY2BSA, and KU2BSA are just a few which are not presently in use, but the possibilities are 
certainly not limited to these and we're open to suggestions.

TWO OCARG MEMBERS ACTIVATED FOR TRADE CENTER ATTACKS

Two members of OCARG were activated during the aftermath of the attack on the World Trade Center in New York City.

Dennis Klimowski KC2IKQ received orders for Active Duty as a New York State Guardsman and, as far as we know, is 
still on extended Active Duty at an unknown location. The New York State Guard is relieving members of the National 
guard who were likewise activated.

As previously reported, Fred Stevens K2FRD was activated on 22 September to assist in the disaster relief effort as 
an amateur radio operator. He returned home late on 26 September after the amateur radio role in New York City 
ended. He was assigned to Respite One at "Ground Zero" to provide primary and backup communications for the 
firemen, policemen, American Red Cross, and other emergency agencies working toward rescue and recovery of the 
attacks' victims.

ON COMPUTER VIRUSES AND VIRUS ALERTS

Computer Viruses are a fact of everyday life, at least for some of us. For whatever devious reasons perverted minds 
design and distribute viruses, they may ruin the day of unsuspecting victims. Last checked, there are more than 
57,000 viruses of one type or another running around the Internet, scrambling peoples' machines and minds. 
Approximately eight new viruses are discovered every month.

Virtually ALL viruses target Microsoft Windows products, primarily through Microsoft's Outlook Express emailer 
application. Other operating systems such as MacIntosh and Linux are generally not affected; there are only 60 
known viruses targeting MacIntosh. Further, MacIntosh's particular one-tailed and closed-source coding makes it 
considerably less susceptible to virus attacks.

There are two major virus detection companies, McAfee and Norton (Sysmatics) which produce anti-virus programs. 
Importantly, both send out "Virus Alert" email messages to those who subscribe to this free service. Significantly, 
Microsoft, IBM, Cisco Systems, and other software manufacturers do NOT send out virus alerts. However, there are 
thousands of "Paul Reveres" who contribute to, and complicate the virus problem by Forwarding "Virus Alerts" almost 
on a weekly basis. In 98 percent of these non-official alert messages, they are hoaxes, cleverly written to 
convince the receiver that a new virus has been detected for which there is no protection and which will destroy 
the unwary's hard drive, citing Microsoft and/or IBM as the authority.  They also implore the reader to "Send this 
message to everyone in your address book." thus perpetuating the hoax.

The people who Forward these false virus alert messages are almost as bad as those who originate true viruses. The 
phony alerts are annoying, misleading, clog a recipient's Inbox, and otherwise waste peoples' time. They also 
demonstrate the sender's ignorance of computers, of viruses, and of how normal virus alert systems work. In all 
instances, the person Forwards the bogus alert without checking to discover whether it is genuine or not. It takes 
only a few seconds to click on and download either McAfee's or Norton's virus library page at:

These sites will confirm or refute a virus alert's validity. Save yourself from embarrassment; don't be a "Paul 
Revere" and pass along phony virus alerts. For that matter, don't pass along ANY virus alerts; computer-savvy 
people already have installed virus protection programs and/or subscribe to official virus alert programs and have 
already received a genuine virus alert message if a real virus threatens.
