i The Minister shall begin the Evening Prayer by reading one or more
of the following Sentences of Scripture; and then he shall say that
which is written after them in a voice audible to all. But he may,
at his discretion, pass at once from the Sentences to the Lord’s
Prayer.

HE LORD is in his holy temple: let all the earth keep
silence before him. Habakkuk 2:20

LORD, I have loved the habitation of thy house, and the
place where thine honour dwelleth. Psalm 26:8

Let my prayer be set forth before thee as incense; and
the lifting up of my hands as the evening sacrifice.

And although we ought, at all times, humbly to acknowledge
our sins before God; yet ought we chiefly so to do, when we
assemble and meet together to render thanks for the great
benefits that we have received at his hands, to set forth his
most worthy praise, to hear his most holy Word, and to ask
those things which are requisite and necessary, as well for
the body as the soul. Wherefore I pray and beseech you,
as many as are here present, to accompany me with a pure
heart, and humble voice, unto the throne of the heavenly
grace, saylng—

i Or else he shall say as follows.

Let us humbly confess our sins unto Almighty God.
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EVENING PRAYER

A General Confession

1 To be said by the whole congregation, with the Minister, all kneeling.

LMIGHTY and most merciful Father, We have erred, and
strayed from thy ways like lost sheep. We have followed
too much the devices and desires of our own hearts. We
have offended against thy holy laws. We have left undone
those things which we ought to have done; And we have
done those things which we ought not to have done; And
there is no health in us. But thou, O Lord, have mercy upon
us, miserable offenders. Spare thou those, O God, who
confess their faults. Restore thou those who are penitent;
According to thy promises declared unto mankind In Christ
Jesus our Lord. And grant, O most merciful Father, for his
sake; That we may hereafter live a godly, righteous, and
sober life, To the glory of thy holy Name. Amen.

The Declaration of Absolution, or Remission of Sins

1 To be pronounced by the Presbyter alone, or by the Bishop if he be
present, standing; the people still kneeling.

1 Butnote, That the Presbyter, at his discretion, may use, instead of what
follows, the Declaration of Absolution from the Order for the Holy
Communion. If the Minister be not a Presbyter, he shall remain kneel-
ing, and read the Collect for the Twenty-first Sunday after Trinity.

LMIGHTY God, the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who
desireth not the death of a sinner, but rather that he
may turn from his wickedness and live, hath given power, and
commandment, to his Ministers, to declare and pronounce
to his people, being penitent, the Absolution and Remission
of their sins. He pardoneth and absolveth all those who truly
repent, and unfeignedly believe his holy Gospel.
Wherefore let us beseech him to grant us true repen-
tance, and his Holy Spirit, that those things may please him
which we do at this present; and that the rest of our life
hereafter may be pure and holy; so that at the last we may
come to his eternal joy; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.
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EVENING PRAYER

9 Then the Minister shall kneel, and say the Lord’s Prayer; the people
still kneeling, and repeating it with him.

UR Father, who art in heaven, Hallowed be thy

Name. Thy kingdom come. Thy will be done, On

earth as itis in heaven. Give us this day our daily bread. And

forgive us our trespasses, As we forgive those who trespass

against us. And lead us not into temptation, But deliver us

from evil. For thine is the kingdom, and the power, and
the glory, for ever and ever. Amen.

i Then, still kneeling, he shall say,

O Lord, open thou our lips.
Answer.  And our mouth shall show forth thy praise.

1 Here, all standing up, the Minister shall say,

Glory be to the Father, and to the Son, and to
the Holy Ghost;

Answer.  As it was in the beginning, is now, and ever shall
be, world without end. Amen.

Minister.  Praise ye the Lord.

Answer.  The Lord’s Name be praised.

1 Then shall follow a portion of the Psalms according to the use of
this Church. And at the end of every Psalm, and likewise at the end
of the Magnificat, Cantate Domino, Bonum est confiteri, Nunc dimitlis,
Deus misereatur, Benedic, anima mea, may be sung or said the Gloria
Patri; and at the end of the whole portion or selection of Psalms
for the day, shall be sung or said the Gloria Patri, or else the Gloria
in excelsis, as follows.

Gloria Patri
LORY be to the Father, and to the Son, and to the
Holy Ghost;
As it was in the beginning, is now, and ever shall be,
world without end. Amen.
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EVENING PRAYER

Gloria in excelsis
LORY be to God on high, and on earth peace, good
will towards men. We praise thee, we bless thee, we
worship thee, we glorify thee, we give thanks to thee for thy
great glory, O Lord God, heavenly King, God the Father
Almighty.

O Lord, the only-begotten Son, Jesus Christ; O Lord
God, Lamb of God, Son of the Father, that takest away the
sins of the world, have mercy upon us. Thou that takest away
the sins of the world, receive our prayer. Thou that sittest
at the right hand of God the Father, have mercy upon us.

For thou only art holy; thou only art the Lord; thou only,
O Christ, with the Holy Ghost, art most high in the glory of
God the Father. Amen.

i Then shall be read the FIRST LESSON, as it is appointed.

i And after that shall be sung or said the Magnificat, or one of the
Evening Canticles following.

i But note, That the Minister, at his discretion, may omit one of the
Lessons in Evening Prayer, the Lesson read being followed by an
Evening Canticle.

Magnificat. St. Luke 1:46-55
Y soul doth magnify the Lord, * and my spirit hath
rejoiced in God my Saviour.

For he hath regarded * the lowliness of his hand-
maiden.

For behold, from henceforth * all generations shall call
me blessed.

For he that is mighty hath magnified me; * and holy is
his Name.

And his mercy is on them that fear him * throughout
all generations.

He hath showed strength with his arm; * he hath scat-
tered the proud in the imagination of their hearts.

He hath put down the mighty from their seat, * and hath
exalted the humble and meek.

He hath filled the hungry with good things; * and the
rich he hath sent empty away.

He remembering his mercy hath holpen his servant
Israel; * as he promised to our forefathers, Abraham and
his seed, for ever.

Cantate Domino. Psalm 98
SING unto the LORD a new song; * for he hath done
marvelous things.

With his own right hand, and with his holy arm * hath
he gotten himself the victory.

The LORD declared his salvation; * his righteousness
hath he openly showed in the sight of the heathen.

He hath remembered his mercy and truth toward the
house of Israel; * and all the ends of the world have seen
the salvation of our God.

Show yourselves joyful unto the LORD, all ye lands; *
sing, rejoice, and give thanks.

Praise the LORD upon the harp; * sing to the harp with
a psalm of thanksgiving.

With trumpets also and shawms, * O show yourselves
joyful before the LORD, the King.

Let the sea make a noise, and all that therein is; * the
round world, and they that dwell therein.

Let the floods clap their hands, and let the hills be joy-
ful together before the LORD; * for he cometh to judge the
earth.

With righteousness shall he judge the world, * and the
peoples with equity.

Bonum est confiteri. from Psalm 92
T is a good thing to give thanks unto the LORD, * and to
sing praises unto thy Name, O Most Highest;
To tell of thy loving-kindness early in the morning, * and
of thy truth in the night season;
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EVENING PRAYER

Upon an instrument of ten strings, and upon the lute; *
upon a loud instrument, and upon the harp.

For thou, LORD, hast made me glad through thy works; *
and I will rejoice in giving praise for the operations of thy
hands.

1 Then may be read the SECOND LESSON, taken out of the New
Testament, as it is appointed.

1 And after that shall be sung or said the Hymn called Nunc dimittis,
as follows.

Nunc dimittis. St. Luke 2:29-32
ORD, now lettest thou thy servant depart in peace, *
according to thy word.
For mine eyes have seen * thy salvation,
Which thou hast prepared * before the face of all
people;
To be a light to lighten the Gentiles, * and to be the
glory of thy people Israel.

9 Or else this Psalm.

Deus misereatur. Psalm 67
OD be merciful unto us, and bless us, * and show us
the light of his countenance, and be merciful unto
us;

That thy way may be known upon earth, * thy saving
health among all nations.

Let the peoples praise thee, O God; * yea, let all the
peoples praise thee.

O let the nations rejoice and be glad; * for thou shalt
judge the folk righteously, and govern the nations upon
earth.

Let the peoples praise thee, O God; * yea, let all the
peoples praise thee.

Then shall the earth bring forth her increase; * and God,
even our own God, shall give us his blessing.

God shall bless us; * and all the ends of the world shall
fear him.
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EVENING PRAYER
i Or this.

Benedic, anima mea. from Psalm 103

RAISE the LORD, O my soul; * and all that is within

me, praise his holy Name.

Praise the LORD, O my soul, * and forget not all his
benefits:

Who forgiveth all thy sin, * and healeth all thine infir-
mities;

Who saveth thy life from destruction, * and crowneth
thee with mercy and loving-kindness.

O praise the LORD, ye angels of his, ye that excel in
strength; * ye that fulfil his commandment, and hearken
unto the voice of his word.

O praise the LORD, all ye his hosts; * ye servants of his
that do his pleasure.

O speak good of the LORD, all ye works of his, in all
places of his dominion: * praise thou the LORD, O my
soul.

9 Then shall be said the Apostles’ Creed or the Nicene Creed by the

Minister and the people, standing, except only such days as the
Creed of St. Athanasius is appointed to be read.

Apostles’ Creed

BELIEVE in God the Father Almighty, Maker of heaven

and earth:

And in Jesus Christ his only Son our Lord, Who was con-
ceived by the Holy Ghost, Born of the Virgin Mary, Suffered
under Pontius Pilate, Was crucified, dead, and buried, He
descended into hell; The third day he rose again from the
dead, He ascended into heaven, And sitteth on the right
hand of God the Father Almighty; From thence he shall
come to judge the quick and the dead.

I believe in the Holy Ghost; The holy Catholic Church;
The Communion of Saints; The Forgiveness of sins; The Resur-
rection of the body; And the Life everlasting. Amen.
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EVENING PRAYER

Nicene Creed
BELIEVE in one God the Father Almighty, Maker of
heaven and earth, And of all things visible and
invisible:

And in one Lord Jesus Christ, the only-begotten Son of
God, Begotten of his Father before all worlds, God of God,
Light of Light, Very God of very God, Begotten, not made,
Being of one substance with the Father, By whom all things
were made: Who for us men and for our salvation came
down from heaven, And was incarnate by the Holy Ghost of
the Virgin Mary, And was made man, And was crucified also
for us under Pontius Pilate. He suffered and was buried,
And the third day he rose again according to the Scriptures,
And ascended into heaven, And sitteth on the right hand
of the Father. And he shall come again with glory to judge
both the quick and the dead; Whose kingdom shall have
no end.

And I believe in the Holy Ghost, The Lord, and Giver
of life, Who proceedeth from the Father and the Son, Who
with the Father and the Son together is worshiped and glori-
fied, Who spake by the Prophets. And I believe one holy
Catholic and Apostolic Church. I acknowledge one Baptism
for the remission of sins. And I look for the Resurrection
of the dead, And the Life of the world to come. Amen.

1 And after that, these Prayers following, the people devoutly kneeling;
the Minister first pronouncing,

The Lord be with you.
Answer.  And with thy spirit.
Minister. Let us pray.

i Here, if it has not already been said, shall follow the Lord’s Prayer.

Minister. O Lord, show thy mercy upon us.

Answer.  And grant us thy salvation.

Minister. O Lord, save the State. (or Queen)

Answer.  And mercifully hear us when we call upon thee.
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EVENING PRAYER

Minister. Endue thy Ministers with righteousness.

Answer.  And make thy chosen people joyful.

Minister. O Lord, save thy people.

Answer.  And bless thine inheritance.

Minister.  Give peace in our time, O Lord.

Answer.  For it is thou, Lord, only, that makest us dwell
in safety.

Minister. O God, make clean our hearts within us.

Answer.  And take not thy Holy Spirit from us.

9 Then shall be said the COLLECT OF THE DAY, and after that the
Collects and Prayers following.

A Collect for Peace

GOD, from whom all holy desires, all good counsels,

and all just works do proceed; Give unto thy servants
that peace which the world cannot give; that our hearts may
be set to obey thy commandments, and also that by thee,
we, being defended from the fear of our enemies, may pass
our time in rest and quietness; through the merits of Jesus
Christ our Saviour. Amen.

A Collect for Aid against Perils
IGHTEN our darkness, we beseech thee, O Lord; and by
thy great mercy defend us from all perils and dangers
of this night; for the love of thine only Son, our Saviour,
Jesus Christ. Amen.

i Then may be sung a Hymn or an Anthem.

1 And note, That the Minister may here end the Evening Prayer with
such general intercessions taken out of this Book, with extempor-
aneous prayers, or with the Grace, as he shall think fit.

A Prayer for the President of the United States,
and all in Civil Authority
LMIGHTY God, whose kingdom is everlasting and power
infinite; Have mercy upon this whole land; and so
rule the hearts of thy servants, [N ], the President of the

United States, [N], the Governor of this State (or Com-
monwealth), and all others in authority, that they, knowing
whose ministers they are, may above all things seek thine
honour and glory; and that we and all the people, duly
considering whose authority they bear, may faithfully and
obediently honour them, according to thy blessed Word
and ordinance; through Jesus Christ our Lord, who with
thee and the Holy Ghost liveth and reigneth ever, one God,
world without end. Amen.

9 The following State Prayer, and the two after, shall be said by the
parishes of Canada.

A Prayer for the Queen’s Majesty

LORD our heavenly Father, high and mighty, King of

kings, Lord of lords, the only Ruler of princes, who
dost from thy throne behold all the dwellers upon earth;
Most heartily we beseech thee with thy favour to behold our
most gracious Sovereign Lady, the Queen; and so replenish
her with the grace of thy Holy Spirit, that she may always
incline to thy will, and walk in thy way: Endue her plente-
ously with heavenly gifts; grant her in health and prosperity
long to live; strengthen her that she may vanquish and
overcome all her enemies; and finally, after this life, she
may attain everlasting joy and felicity, through Jesus Christ
our Lord. Amen.

A Prayer for the Royal Family
LMIGHTY God, the Fountain of all goodness, we humbly
beseech thee to bless all the Royal Family: Endue
them with thy Holy Spirit; enrich them with thy heavenly
grace; prosper them with all happiness; and bring them to
thine everlasting kingdom; through Jesus Christ our Lord.
Amen.

A Prayer for the Governor-General of Canada
ORD of all power and mercy, we earnestly beseech thee
to assist with thy favour the Governor-General appointed
