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Every pilot knows that a
quality pair of sunglasses is
essential in the cockpit envi-
ronment to optimize visual
performance. Look for
lenses that incorporate
100% ultraviolet protec-
tion. They are available in
glass, plastic, and polycar-
bonate materials. Glass and
CR-390 plastic lenses have
superior optical qualities,
while polycarbonate lenses
are lighter and more impact

resistant. Best tint choice is
a neutral gray tint with 15 to
30% light transmit-

tance. Polarized sunglasses
are not recommended for
pilots, because of their pos-
sible interaction with dis-
plays or other materials in
the cockpit environ-

ment. Small lenses may not
be practical, since they allow
too much visible light and
ultraviolet radiation to pass
around the edges of the

frame.
