OS X features is the ability to 
create ZIP compressed files 
from within the OS (basically, 
this shrinks the file size, ideal 
for files youõre going to email  - 
smaller file sizes mean faster file 
transfers).
 To create a compressed file, 
either Control-click on the file 
and choose Create Archive 
(which is Apple-speak for  
òmake a compressed ZIP fileó) 
Or  you can click on a file, then 
go to the Action menu (the but-
ton that looks like a gear, up in 
the Finder windowõs toolbar), 
and choose Create Archive from 
there. Either way, it quickly 
creates a new file, with the file 
extension ò.zip.ó  This is the 
compressed file.  you can also 
compress several different files 
(like three, for example) into 
one single archive file - just 
Command-click (or Shift-click 
contiguous files) on all the files 
you want included, then choose 
Create Archive of X Items from 
the Action menu.  A file will be 
created named òArchive.zipó

sweat it - just double-click it and 
Tiger will automatically decom-
press it.

 # 2)  Exposeõ is an F-key 
function. When you press F9, 
all layers of open windows are 
displayed in miniature on the 
desktop.

 a)  Clearing History in 
Safari removes the URLs of web 
sites you have visited. However, 
to more completely erase your 
trail. Go to the òReset Safarió 
under the Safari menu in Safari.

 b)  I like to have the abil-
ity to increase or decrease the 
font size in incoming messages.  
To do this from the toolbar in 
Apple Mail, Control-click on 
the Toobar and drag the big-
ger/smaller icons to the Toolbar.  
There may be other items you 
want, so look around.  You can 
also customize the Toolbar for 
New Message from within any 
New Message window.

 c)  If the Dock gets in your 
way, but you hate hiding the 
Dock, in the Finder, go to Sys-Dock, in the Finder, go to Sys-Dock
tem Preferences . . . under the 
Apple and select Dock. Make 
Dock Size: Small, click on Mag-
nification: and make it Max.  
When you slide your cursor over 
the dock, you can now see each 
application in the largest pos-
sible size.

 d)  How many languages do 
you use?  To remove all lan-
guages except English from an 
application, highlight the ap-
plication and key Command + I.  
At the bottom of the dialog you 
will see a list of all the languag-
es available to that application.  
Click on any language except 
English.  Now click Command + 
A.  All languages except Eng-
lish are now highlighted.  Click 
Remove.  Of course you can 
select just the languages you 
do not need.  And removing 
languages from one application 
does not remove it from other 
applications.  Removing just 
one language from one applica-
tion can save almost 50 megs of 
space.  Removing all but English 
can save 260 megs of hard drive 
space.

 e)  You can activate Spotlight 
from within Address Book.  Use 
the Action ògearó in the Address 
Book menu bar and select Spot-
light òAny Nameó.  A Spotlight 
window with every reference to 
the name appears.

If the malicious file 
is clicked on and unzipped, the 
virus tries to spread to other 
contacts on the userõs buddy 
list.
 òIt is malicious in the way 
it tries to self propagate, but it 
is not doing any damage,ó said 
Fred Avolio, director of risk 
intelligence for Cybertrust. It is 
nasty because it exhibits unsa-
vory behavior, but does not do 
much beyond that.ó
 It was probably written by 
virus writers to show that a vul-
nerability exists in the Mac OS 
X and can be exploited.
 Still, the Oompa Trojan is 
expected to generate immense 
interest among Mac users be-
cause attacks on Mac are scarce.
