 Portland State University 
(PSU) in Portland, Oregon offers 
a unique program, a masterõs 
degree in publishing, in which 
students run a real commercial 
trade press. òAs far as we know, 
itõs the only one of its kind in 
the world,ó says Dennis Stovall, 
the director of the program.
 Meredith Norwich has an 
eclectic bent. She studied French 
lit and speaks Italian to boot. 
She spent a couple of years 
troubleshooting visa applica-
tions through U.S. embassies 
and consulates worldwide. 
When she tired of òsoothing a 

lot of angry people,ó she took 
the natural next step of earn-
ing a degree in, uh, gemology, 
learning to identify, grade and 
appraise precious stones. 
 After ten years as a jeweler, 
Norwich was eager for another 
change. So she returned to her 
first love, language. òIõve al-
ways had a passion for words- 
from writing to editing to work-
ing with actual letter forms,ó 
she says. òBut I never wanted to 
be the classic starving writer in 
a garret, and I didnõt know how 
to translate my interest into a 
living.ó 
 Then she stumble into PSUõs 
Ooligan Press. The student-run 
endeavor, called Ooligan Press 
(òooligan is a Native American 
word for the candlefish, a crit-
ter so oily it was lit like a torch; 
it was both an important trade 
item and the possible derivation 
of òOregonó), was founded at 
PSU in 2001. The program now 
enrolls about 70 masterõs can-
didates and also serves a large 
number of students from other 
disciplines who take publishing 
courses and work at the press.
 Ooligan runs entirely on 
Macs. òWe have a publishing 
lab with 21 iMacs, plus four 
more production workstations 
in our office,ó says Stovall. All 
are loaded with Mac OS X Tiger 
and Adobe Creative Suite. òThe 
Mac is critical to our workflow,ó 
continues Stovall, òbecause 
in the publishing industry 
- whether youõre dealing with 
authors, designers, printers or 

whoever - the expectation is 
that youõll deliver the product 
from your Mac platform to their 
Mac platform.ó Adds Norwich, 
òBy using Macs as grad stu-
dents we learn the exact skill 
weõll nee in our jobs.ó
 Editorially, the press focuses 
on books that honor cultural 
and natural diversity. Students 
perform all tasks associated 
with shepherding books to the 
shelf, from author contracts to 
cover artistry. òWhatõs unique 
about Ooligan is our complete 
integration of a commercial 
trade press - not a university, 
scholarly or vanity press - into 
a masterõs degree program in 
book publishing,ó says Stovall. 
Even in New York, the mecca of 
the publishing world, thereõs no 
other program like it.
 òItõs invaluable experience,ó 
says Norwich. òSome of my 
colleagues just returned from 
Book Expo in New York, where 
the pros were asking them, 
ôYouõve done what, and youõre 
in school?õó 
 Mac OS X: ORGANIZA-
TIONAL GENIUS. òItõs all 
about interface,ó she continues. 
òItõs intuitive. Itõs easy to learn 
and operate.ó For the publish-
ing tasks she and her fellow 
students perform everyday, the 
Mac is a natural. Norwich adds: 
òWe do a lot with .Mac and iCal 
to keep everybody on the same 
page. Weõre all very busy, work-
ing in groups and independent-
ly, and with the Mac we donõt

5 WAYS TO HEAD OFF OS 9 
CRASHES:
1. Back Up! Back Up!Back Up! Back Up!
2. Rebuild the DesktopRebuild the Desktop - Hold 
down the Command and Op-
tion keys at startup until you 
see the dialog box asking if you 
want to rebuild the desktop. 
Click OK. This is good to do 
every few months, but itõs espe-
cially important if youõre expe-
riencing problems like strange 
icon behavior or programs not 
recognizing certain files.
3. Run a Repair UtilityRun a Repair Utility - A repair 
utility such as Norton Disk Doc-
tor or Micromatõs TechToolPro 
will find and fix many of the 
problems that plaque the typi-
cal Mac user. TechTool has the 
added advantage of being able 
to check for hardware problems, 
viruses and software conflicts, 
but itõs a bit more complicated to 
use. Micromatõs TechTool Lite is 
a free download (www.micro-
mat.com) and offers some of the 
basic functionality of TechTool-
Pro.
4. Check for Extension Conflicts
- Is your Mac crashing on start-
up? Try starting it with exten-
sions disabled (hold down the 
Shift key at startup). If you can 
successfully start with exten-
sions turned off thereõs a good 
chance that you have a damaged 
or conflicting extension. Finding 
out which extension is causing 
the problem takes a little detec-
tive work, but the problem can 
be greatly simplified by using 
Casady & Greeneõs Conflict 
Catcher. If you donõt have Con-
flict Catcher, you can manually 
find the problem using the Ex-
tension Manager control panel. 
Start with the base configura-
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tion or one that you know works 
and gradually turn on exten-
sions until you find the culprit. 
Focus on recently installed 
extensions first.
5. Look for Damaged Preferenc-Look for Damaged Preferenc-
es Files -A damaged preference -A damaged preference -
file can be the problem. If there 
is a specific program that keeps
crashing, open the Preferences 
folder, find the preferences 
associated with the crashing 
application and move them out 
of the Preferences folder. Put 
them somewhere where you can 
use them later if needed. (Some 
applications store registration 
information in preference files). 
Restart the application to create 
a new set of preferences. Even 
if the crashes arenõt tied to a 
specific application they still can 
be the result of a bad preference 
file. Track down other crash-ck down other crash-ck
ing problems by remembering 
when the problem first occurred 
and viewing files in the Prefer-
ences folder by date modified. 
Often the problem will be time-
stamped at the exact moment 
of the crash. One preference file 
that is notorious for getting cor-
rupted is Apple Menu Options 
Prefs. Removing this file and 
restarting is often all it takes to 
solve the problem.

These set-
tings will make keys repeat faster when you hold 
them down.
2. Adjust memory settingsAdjust memory settings - Open up the Memory 
control panel and select the default setting for the 
disk cache and turn off virtual memory. These 
settings will force your Mac to retrieve informa-
tion from RAM as quickly as possible.
3. Turn off menu blinkingTurn off menu blinking - Youõll find this on/off 
option in the General Controls control panel.
4. Adjust mouse settingsAdjust mouse settings - Go to the Mouse or 
Trackpad control panel and set tracking to fast. 
This will make your cursor whiz across the 
screen as you move the mouse.
5. Turn off folder size calculation - Go to the Find-
er and choose Preferences from the Edit menu. 
Next, click on the Views tab and then choose List 
from the òStandard View Options foró pop-up. 
Now just deselect the òCalculate folder sizesó op-
tion.
6. Free up some disk spaceFree up some disk space - Try to keep at least 
ten percent of your hard drive size empty. Some 
application will need to use some of this space to 
store information.

TIGER TIP - Pop-up Dictionary: A handy behind 
the scenes Oxford dictionary and Thesaurus 
resides in both Safari and Mail. In either appli-
cation you can access the dictionary by hitting 
Command-control-D. Mouse over any word then 
hit and hold Command-control-D and the diction-
ary will appear. You can then select Thesaurus 
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from the pop-up window. Keep holding down 
the Command and control keys and you can now 
mouse over any word in your document and the 
dictionary will provide the definition.

WRITE FASTER IN WORD: Did you know that 
you can use your own special shorthand lan-
guage to help you write more quickly in Word? 
For example, instead of typing someoneõs full 
name, you miname, you miname ght type only the personõs initials. 
The AutoCorrect feature in Word could automati-
cally substitute the personõs full name in place of 
your shorthand initials.
 To do this, simply choose the AutoCorrect op-
tion under the Tools menu. In the Replace field, 
type in your shorthand notation. In the With 
field, type in the full text. You even have the op-
tion of formatting the text to make this feature 
even more useful. Click the Add button when 
youõre done, and Word will smartly replace your 
shorthand notation with the full text, saving you 
time.
