Printing From the Desktop 
(Without a Desktop Printer)
 Donõt want a printer icon 
cluttering up your desktop, but 
you still want to print files from 
the desktop or a Finder window 
(kind of greedy, arenõt you)?
 Then try this little trick: Con-
trol-click on the file you want 
to print to bring up a contex-
tual menu. Now just choose 
Print from the menu. Once you 
choose it, it will either start 
printing or take you directly to 
the default applicationõs Print 
dialog.

 Smart Mailbox Idea: Mail 
Older Than One Year. 
 If youõve got email thatõs 
more than a year old just clog-
ging up your inbox, you can use 
a Smart Mailbox to help you do 
some fast email house cleaning. 
 Just Control-click on the 
email account (or your inbox if 
you donõt have multiple ac-
counts) that you want to clean 
up, and then choose New Smart 
Mailbox from the contextual 
menu. When the smart Mail-
box dialog appears, from the 
first criteria pop-up menu on 
the left, choose Date Received. 
From the next pop-up menu 
over, choose òis before the over, choose òis before the 

date,ó and in the final field, type 
a date that is approximately one 
year before today. Click OK and 
all your email that is one year 
old  (or older) will appear in 
that Smart Mailbox. To delete 
that old email, just click on the 
Smart Mailbox, press Com-
mand-A to select all the mail, 
then press the Delete key on 
your keyboard.
 Now, the nice thing is that 
tomorrow more one-year-old 
email will appear in that Smart 
Mailbox (thanks to live updat-
ing), and the next day, and the 
next day, and so on, so your 
mailbox never has more than 
one year of archived messages. 
So, about once a month, click on 
that Smart Mailbox and easily 
delete al the old email.

 DEFAULT is to leave mail on 
the server.

A: When FireWire gets flaky, 
you can indeed reset it. Shut 
down your Mac, and unplug its 
power cord and any attached 
FireWire devices. After about 10 
minutes, reconnect the power 
cord and restart your Mac. 
Once itõs running, cross your 
fingers and plug in one of your 
FireWire devices.

 Iõve heard that itõs possible 
for spammers to tell if youõve 
read e-mail theyõve sent you. 
That creeps me out. How do 
they do this, and how can I stop 
them?
A: Youõve heard right - provided 
theyõre sending you HTML 
mail. In fact, this is becoming 
standard practice for all bulk e-
mailers, legimate and otherwise. 
The trick involves embedding a 
tiny transparent graphic - often 
a single pixel - in the message 
and tying it to a bit of HTML 
code. When you open the mes-
sage, that little bit of HTML 
code tells the page to go fetch 
a picture from another server 
out on the Net. But thereõs no 
picture to fetch; the server on 
the other end craftily records 
the fact that the e-mail was 
opened, the e-mail address of 
who opened it, the computerõs 
IP address, the browser that 
was used, and potentially more. 
Many Web sites use the same 
technology to determine what 
pages people open when they 
visit a site.
 To turn these Web bugs 
off in e-mail messages, disable 
HTML mail. (In Appleõs Mail, 
go to Mail: Preferences: View-
ing and make sure the Display 
Remote Images In HTML Mes-
sages option is turned off. By 
default, Microsoft Entourage 
2004 doesnõt download pictures 
from senders who arenõt in ei-
ther your Address Book or your 
Mailing List Manager.

Create a Lean, Mean Adobe 
Reader Machine. Appleõs built-in

Preview applications works fine 
when you need to view a PDF 
file, but many people prefer the 
free Adobe Reader 7 (macworld.
com/1197). Why? Some people 
work in all-Adobe sops, while 
others just prefer Readerõs in-
terface and features. Here are 
two ways to cut down greatly 
on its startup time and reduce 
how much RAM it consumes.
 The Brute-Force Method. 
When you launch Reader, sim-
ply hold down the shift key. 
This disables all plug-ins. Youõll 
find that Reader loads very 
quickly but also as quite lim-
ited functionality - you wonõt 
be able to click on hyperlinks 
or search a PDF, for instance. 
Reader will return to normal 
the next time you launch it.
 The Selective Method. In-
stead of disabling all plug-ins, 
you can selectively and perma-
nently disable those you donõt 
need. Make sure Reader isnõt 
running, and then open the 
Adobe Reader 7 folder in the 
Applications folder (this trick 
should also work with previ-
ous versions of the program). 
Within the Reader folder, se-
lect the Adobe Reader 7 icon 
and choose File: Get Info, 
or just press Command-I.
 In the Info window that ap-
pears, click on the gray triangle 
next to Plug-ins to reveal the 
list. To disable a plug-in, click 
on the box next to its name to 
remove the check mark. You 
can disable every plug-in except 
the following four: WebLink.
acroplugin, ImageViewer.acro-
plugin, EScript.acroplugin, and 
Search.acroplugin. Leave these 
enabled so youõll be able to 
click on links, see slide shows, 

and search within PDFõs.
 Thatõs all you need to do. 
Close the Info window, and 
then launch Reader. When I 
use OS Xõs Activity Monitor 
(/Applications/Utilities) to look 
at Readerõs memory usage on 
my Mac, I see that it now uses 
15MB, instead of the 30MB it re-
quired with all plug-ins enabled.
 If you realize you need a 
plug-in, but arenõt sure which 
one, Reader can help. Make 
sure all plug-ins are enabled in 
the Get Info Window, launch 
Reader, and then choose Adobe 
Reader: About Adobe Plug-
ins from the menu. A window ins from the menu. A window ins from the men
will open, showing each plug-
inõs purpose, as well as which 
other plug-ins you must enable 
in order to use it. If you work 
with forms or comments, for 
instance, youõll need to reac-
tivate AcroForm, Comments,
and EFS. (Plug-inõs name is on 
right side of this window).
