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Overview 
The Amazon Price Lookup application was designed for the purpose of quickly and easily 
determining the used price of any book on Amazon.comÕs marketplace system and 
comparing it to the wholesale guide prices.  It is also designed to help you sell more books 
on Amazon by making the listing process much easier and faster. 
 
Getting Started 
The first step is to register the program.  If you have just signed up for a demo, use the 
demo license number provided to you. 
 
First, click on the Settings 
button. 
  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Once youÕve typed in your 
License Number, click on 
Check Number.  The system 
will verify your license number 
and report whether it 
successfully registered or not.  
If there are any problems here, 
please email 
mberding@mac.com. 
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Here is an example screen.  I will detail each of the portions of this screen. 
 
1 Ð Find 
Clicking on this button allows you to search for any book by ISBN.  Note that some used 
books may have proprietary barcodes on them that are not ISBNs.  The APL is also capable 
of searching for any item on Amazon by it's ASIN. 
 
2 Ð Picture  
If the picture is available on Amazon.com, it will be shown here.  You can also click here to 
be taken to the bookÕs page on Amazon.com to see more detail on the listing if you like. 
 
3 Ð Tabs  
Student Buyback Ð this tab shows the wholesale prices and a suggested amount to offer to a 
student that wishes to sell his/h er book. 
Sell on Amazon Ð you can build a virtual cart of items to list on Amazon here, and when 
youÕre done you can publish them onto Amazon. 
 
4 Ð Prices 
The system will attempt to automatically determine where a book should go, whether onto 
Amazon, or back to a specific wholeseller.  The wholesale price is the highest wholesale 
price for a given book, and the cutoff price is the lowest price for which the book can be 
sold on Amazon without violating the equations that were set up on the settings page. 
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5 Ð Sellers  
Here are the sellers that are selling used copies of the book.   
 
6 Ð Ratings  
Each seller has been rated by their respective customers, and those ratings are shown here 
with the same star method that Amazon uses.  The total number of feedbacks received is 
also shown here. 
 
7 Ð Add Button  
This green add button will add the book to your cart.  Which copy of the icon you choose 
on will set the price of the book when it is added to your cart.  The APL will set your price 
$0.01 below the value of the seller that you clicked on to make sure to beat their price. 
 
8 Ð Quick Sell 
This button will quickly add a copy of the book to your selling cart without asking you for 
each setting on the book.  It will choose the average price or lowest price depending on your 
settings, and it will set the bookÕs condition and description to the values set in the settings 
page. 
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How to sell books with the Amazon Price Lookup tool 
 
This will briefly guide you on how to add books to your Amazon Merchant account using 
the APL. 
 
When youÕre on the main 
screen, make sure to click on 
the ÒSell on AmazonÓ tab. 
 
Find the book youÕre looking 
to sell via the ÒFindÓ button. 
 
Once the list of sellers comes 
up, take a look at the 
descriptions and determine 
which sellerÕs price you want to 
beat.  Click on the green add 
icon to add the book to your 
cart. 
 
 
 
The program will guide you 
through the creation of a 
Condition Note based on the 
criteria found in the upper left 
as shown here.  Once youÕve 
selected all of the parameters 
that are appropriate to your 
book, click on Build Condition.  
If you are satisfied with the 
Quantity, Price, Condition and 
Condition Note, click Continue 
(on the far left, blue button). 
 
Once youÕve added all of the 
books you want to sell for right 
now, click on ÒPublishÓ (on the 
main screen) to export a listing of said books with their data for upload to Amazon. 
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Uploading New Books to Amazon 
 
Click ÒPublishÓ in the ÒSell on AmazonÓ tab. 
 
Save the file somewhere itÕs easy to get to, such 
as the desktop.  It will set the file type as ÒTab-
Separated TextÓ, leave it at that setting. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Go to Amazon.com and click on ÒYour

Click on ÒYour Seller AccountÓ

Change ÒSelect your program:Ó to Amazon 
Marketplace and/ or zShops 
 
Change ÒSelect your upload option:Ó to 
Add/Modify/D elete 
 
Click on ÒChoose FileÓ and select the file 
you exported from Amazon Price Lookup 
earlier. 
 
Click ÒUpload NowÓ. 
 
Amazon usually takes no more than about 30 seconds per item being uploaded to process. 
 
You can check on your upload (make sure and wait a few minutes first) by clicking on the 
ÒCheck the success of your inventory uploadsÓ from the ÒYour SellerÓ account page. 
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Additional Screen for Student Buyback 
If you want to use this program during your buyback process, students appreciate the 
transparency of seeing what they could sell their books for on Amazon.  I have designed a 
special screen format for this purpose. 
 
 
To access the student buyback screen, 
click on the layouts menu as shown here 
and go to the ÒStudent DisplayÓ layout. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
This screen is only 
slightly different in that it 
removes the extra tabs 
and shows an Amazon 
calculation based on what 
the Student could expect 
to receive if he/she sold 
their book on Amazon.  
Also, the Find button has 
been moved to the 
bottom center and the 
settings button has been 
removed.

How to import your GanderFrog Information 
 
Under the Scripts Menu, click on Reconpile the DB. 
 
In the Settings Screen under Basic Settings, click on Import Gander Data. 
 
It will ask you if youÕre sure about this: 

 
 
 
 
 
 

Yes, youÕre sure. 
 
Next it will ask if you want to add to the 
current databaseÕs information or rebuild from 
scratch.  For this first operation, you will want to 
use the rebuild option.  However, if you have 
multiple term files, then you would use the ÒAdd NewÓ option after adding the first file. 
 
When choosing the term file, itÕs easier to have the computer show you ÒAll AvailableÓ files.  

  Then, once youÕve chosen the file you want, change the 

ÒShowÓ option to show only dBase files.    This doesnÕt make a 
whole lot of sense, but it has to be modified this way because GanderFrog doesnÕt use 
standard file extensions. 
 
Once youÕve chosen your file, you should see a 
screen that looks like what is shown at the right.  
This shows that all of the fields in the 
GanderFrog file will be imported into the Price 
Labeling app.  Make sure all of the field names 
match up to each other.  In some GanderFrog 
files, the field ÒTERMÓ can also be called 
ÒQUARTERÓ.  Make sure that if there isnÕt a 
Term field that you have the field called Quarter 
import into the Term field.  When everything is 
in place, click Import. 
 
 
 
 
 
Make sure the Òauto-enterÓ option is turned on. 
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This process should only take a minute or two. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
However, the next process after it shows 
the Import Summary will take some time.  
On some of my test computers, it took 
about 30 minutes on a 400MHz machine 
and about 11 minutes on a 1.5GHz 
machine.  At any rate, it will work for quite 
a while before it finishes.  I suggest taking 
a lunch break at this point. 
 
Once the import is done, you should get a dialog prompting you to itÕs completion. 
 
Now when youÕre selling a book that is also listed in your GanderFrog data, it will present 
you with a list of courses the book is enrolled in.  Choosing one of these will add it to your 
SKU, making it easier for your bookies to find the book when it comes time to ship it.  
(Make sure to have ÒAdd Gander Course to SKUÓ turned on.)
