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The watermark on page 1 is a view of our Field-Day site. It's about 2 acres of mowed grass, with trees.
We’'ll have 4 screen shelters, 3 HF Transceivers and a 2-meter all-mode Transceiver. One of the HF rigs
will be the GOTA (Get On The Air) station with a licensed control operator. Anyone can talk on this
radio, licensed or not. So, you Techs get out there and try out HF communications. Bring your friends
and family, and invite your neighbors and co-workers to visit the site. The contest begins at 12 noon
central time Saturday and ends at 12 noon central time Sunday. Bring your lawn chairs and picnic lunch,
and make an outing of it.

When was the first National Field-Day held? ---Ed
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You may have heard that there are two Field Day efforts locally this year, and you may wonder what is going on.

The Colony Mountain Contest Club (CMCC) is a group of local hams who went together and bought an old AT&T
microwave tower NW of Dover. We call it the Big Arkansas Tower, or BAT. All of the local club members are
active ARVARF members. The CMCC was invited to take part in the International Amateur Radio Union (IARU) HF
Contest this year as part of the ARRL Headquarters station, W1AW. The IARU contest is a worldwide contest, and
includes a competition between the Hq stations of membership societies, such as ARRL for the U.S. (W1AW),
DARC for Germany, JARL for Japan, etc.

Because of the bulletin and code practice commitment of the “real” W1AW station in Connecticut, ARRL picks
one group each year to run W1AW in the contest. Last year, it was Colorado, and in 2002 it was a group of Texans.
This contest is unique in that all transmitters in a Hg entry do not have to be in the same location. In 2005, all CW
will be handled at the K5GO station near Harrison. 20 meter SSB will be at K5UZ in Batesville, 75 and 15 meter
SSB will be at W5ZN in Judsonia and possibly another station in Fort Smith, and 40 meter SSB will be at K5EJ in
Batesville. 10 meter SSB will be handled by the CMCC at our site.

Needless to say, representing the USA against the rest of the world and being trusted with the W1AW callsign is
a “once in a lifetime” opportunity and we must do well. After all, do we want the USA to get beat by the French?
10 meters in the summer near a sunspot minimum is especially challenging. To be included in this group, we
agreed to run full legal power and put up multiple antennas. We will have several beam antennas at different
heights and pointing different directions. We only found out a short time ago that we would be doing this and
preparation time is going quickly. Since Field Day is only two weeks before the IARU contest, we knew we would
have to spend at least several hours at the BAT to test the antennas. Also, it might be necessary to do some
antenna work that weekend. Because of this, one of the CMCC members suggested that it might be better to just
have a FD operation at the BAT this year. After some discussion, we agreed that it was probably necessary, even
though we understood that ARVARF might or might not want to operate FD from that location.

At the April ARVARF meeting, | announced what we would be doing and invited ARVARF to join us for Field
Day. However, there are several who believe that FD should always be in a public place. There is a lot of merit to
this idea, as public exposure is one of the prime purposes of Field Day. The BAT site is very remote. At the May
meeting, it was voted to have the “official” ARVARF Field Day at Mt. Nebo state park.

We certainly don’t want to hurt the ARVARF Field Day, but anyone is welcome to visit the BAT site and operate
with us. Some may want to participate from both sites. We will be using the K5BAT club callsign and will possibly
have another operation using an individual’s call. ARVARF will use KSPXP on Mt. Nebo. The ARVARF effort
seems to be coming together well and | encourage you to support it. You will see some of my equipment there
even though | can’t be there. You can’t have more fun in ham radio than at Field Day.

We will have fun in 2005 but I'm already looking forward to 2006 when we can all get together in a nice park and put
all our resources toward having good fun and fellowship, winning our class and recruiting lots of new hams for the
next licensing class!
