10.5VDC.
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   The ARVARF 146.82 repeater moved back to its original location on Mt. Nebo on Friday, November 4th.  For the last
several months, the repeater moved to a couple of different locations using backup equipment while the system was
repaired and rebuilt.  All new antennas and feedline were also added to the tower.
   New features accompany the repeater.  Now there is a 146.22 receiver back on Nebo with a 131.8 Hz PL input.  It was
necessary to add PL to help block the never ending intermod found on top of the mountain.  The new receiver will
greatly increase the operating range.  But very weak signals will still have to compete with intermod on the input
frequency.
   For those who don’t have PL capability, there is still a 146.22 carrier squelch receiver located on Crow Mountain near
Pottsville.  That receiver is linked to the transmitter site via UHF.  The Crow Mt. site has less receive coverage than the
Nebo site so it’s expected that it will be used mainly for local traffic, but either receiver can be used.  It just depends on
whether you program transmit PL into your radio.
   As an extra benefit, access to the repeater can be on UHF.  Since we have a link receiver anyway, users can use dual
band radios to operate crossband into the repeater.
   There have been changes to the controller too.  The voice IDer has been changed to include the PL input frequency
and there is now a key-up delay of about 1 second on the repeater.  The delay helps filter out random bursts of intermod
from kerchunking the repeater.  Because of this, users need to key their radio then wait about 1 second before
talking…or your first few syllables will be cut off.
   Here is a handy table of operating frequencies:

Input Freq. PL Output Freq. PL Location
146.22 131.8 146.82 131.8 Mt. Nebo
146.22 CSQ 146.82 131.8 Crow Mt.
446.82 131.8 146.82 131.8 Mt. Nebo

   Notice that the repeater output also uses PL.  If you’re tired of hearing line noise or other interference while driving
around town, program the receive PL into your radio too.
   Over the next few weeks it may be necessary to do some tweaking on the repeater setup.  Also still to be done is
replace the old batteries with newer ones.
   Bear with us, our goal is to have a healthy repeater without interference that every one can be proud of.  In a future
article, we’ll describe the equipment used to make all this work!
