1, Ferdenandue Van Sycklin, the progenitor, of the Van Sicklen or
“Van Sickle family in America, was born in the Netherlands in Europe,
probably in the province of Holland, about the year 1635. He emigrated
to America in 1652. Like the great mass of the original emigrants to
America, he probably belonged to a humble class in society, and came to
this country when but a lad (about seventeen years of age) fo better his
condition in life. For a boy of that age to leave his parents and the
labd of his nativity, and come to the wild woods of America at that early
day required a great deal of courage and stamina; yet this same courage
and energy has characterized most of his descendants to the present
time. . (If the boys of the present day should go to a new country, their -
- minds would be so filled with ideas of piracy, and all sorts of trash de- -
rived from “Dime Novels,” that they could not make an honest living,
and would be glad to send word %o the “old folks” to furnish money for
cigars and tobacco). Of his European ancestry nothing is known,

“which is the case with most of the carly emigrants to New Netherland ;

intercourse with their relations in the fatherland having long ago

ceased, and having, no doubt, been obstructed in consequence of the
piratical conquest of the colony by the English in 1664, during a time of
peace.”

Ferdenandus Van Sycklin, the emigrant, married (about the year
1660) Eva Antonis Jansen (born in 1641), danghter of Antony Jan-
sen® Van Salee, by whom he had eight children—three sons and five
daughters ; namely, 1. Reinier, who married Jannetije Van Hooren;
Jobannes, who married Jannetje ; Ferdinand, who married Margrietje
ov Grietje ; Margrietje or Grietje, who married Jan Albertse Ter-
hune; Eva, who married Jan Berden or Bondet; Jannetje, who married
Adrian Lane ; Cornelia, who mariied Jan Cornelins Banta ; and Susanna,
who was haptized May 1, 1681 ; all of whom were born on Tong Island, .
in what is now Kings County, New York, in the last half of the seven-
teenth century. He took the oath of allegiance in Flatlands in 1687,
and is entered as 35 years in this country ; consequently he emigrated
in 1652.  He (Ferdenandus, the L) fivst settled in Flatlands, (in Kings
County, Long Island); but in his latter days he removed to Gravesend,
where he died about the vear 1712.

The deseendants of Ierdenandus, the L) ave found in nearly every State in the Union;
upon nearly every battle-ficld some of them have fallen; and engaged in all the multitadi-
nous pursiits of life; but the greater number, by far, are (illers of the.soil, Many of his
descendants have by industry, frugality, and sometimes by & happy turn of speculation
amassed more than a competence—in some cascs colossal fortunes.  In the early days of
New Netherland the fumilics of Iolland ancestry were muceh given to hospitulity and
conviviality ; history and romanee often record such names as Bchuyler, Van Rensacllaer,

Trefethenessy, and others of greater or legs note. The ancient and wealthy Trefetheness

family had wonderful stores of househiold treasures; in the shape of gold and silverware,
inlaid eabinets, diamonds and other precious gems; and their guests were ofien treated to
the sight of “‘a priceless drinking-cup, over whose goldenr rim and down whose sides,
beaten and chased with the finest ary, foamed greatr drops of ¢arbuncles and amethysts,
and liny diamond sparks.’” 1t I related that on one of these oceasions, “among other
distinguished guests; who drank wine from the famous cup, was the noted Colonel Van
Syvele,”  This was early in the last century, and thongh we cannot tell to which branch
this Colonel Van Syele belonged, it shows that the Van SRickles of that day were the social
equals of any in the land, inheriling the energy of their emigrant ancestor (thoe boyish
Ferdenandus, the 1), as well as his indomitable patienee and perseverance,

FANtony Jansen is supposed to have come from Fez or Salee in Africa, and was pro-
bably a son of Jan Janse, of Haerlem in Holland, “a frechooter and pirate, who settled in
Salee in Moroceo, where he married, turned Turk or Mohammedan, deserting his lawful
wife and children, whom he had left at Haerlem.”

9. Reinier Van Sycklin, who was without doubt the first child of
Ferdenandus, the I, the emigrant, and Eva Antonis (Jansen) was born
about the year 1661. He was probably named for his paternal grandfather.
He was married on the 26th of March, 1687, to Jannetje Van Hooren
“or Hoorne. They had issue; I. Ferdinand, who married Mary
: , and was the ancestor of the Long Island Van Sickelens; 1L
Cornelius, who married Maria or Mary . 1I1. Jan, who married
Lena——; and IV. Reinier, who married Henah . His sons, Cornelius,
Jan, and Reinier, removed to New Jersey, and settled in the Raritan val-
ley prior to 1720, and were the progenitors of most of the New Jersey
branch of Van Sickles, .

3. Margrietje Van Sycklin, 'a daughter of Ferdenandus, the L,
the emigrant, and Eva Antonis (Jansen), was born about the year 1663.
“She was undoubtedly named after her grandmother, Grietje, wife of
Anthony Jansen from Salee.” She was matried at Flatbush on the 6th
of June, 1691, to Jan Albertse Terhune. Her husband, Jan Albertse
Terhune, had by his first wife, Annetje Rodofse Schenck, two sons,
Roelof and Albert; he also had a son, Auke, who may have been his

He married, (about 1696,) G'rietje —, by
whom he had five children ; namely, Eva, who married, (prior to 1733))
Hendrick Janse, Junior, of New Utrecht, and died prior to April 7, 1770,
Margrietje, who married Cornelius Suydam, of Oyster Bay ; Elizabeth,
who was baptized in Brooklyn, April 18, 17T01; Ferdinand, who is sup-
posed to have married Maria or Mary Van Nuyse; and Minnie, who was
baptized March 23, 1716, and who married (about 1730) Emmons.

8. Cornelia Van Sycklin, a daughter of Ferdenandus, the T., the
emigrant, and Hva Antonis (Jansen), was born ahout the year 1678,
She was married, in the month of April, 1765, to Jan Cornelius Banta,
of Hackensack, New Jersey, by whom she had cight children; Cornelius,
who was baptized in 1708; Eva, in 1711, who probably died voung;
BEva, in 1713 ; Jannetje, in 1715; Susanna, in 1717; [Iransintia, in
1719 ; Margrietje, in 1722 ; and Maria, in 1724.
