Andrew Van Sickle, (who was probably a son of Maria or Mary
and Cornelius, the I.) was born in Hunterdon County, in the State of
New Jersey about the year 1716. He married (about 1740) Mary
by whom he had eleven children—six sons and five daughters ; namely,
Cornelius, the I1; Garret; Benjamin; Andrew; Peter; John;

- Hannah, who married Joseph Roloson, and died without issue; Rachel,

who married Anthony Dennis, by whom she had two children—John
and Rachel; Margaret, who married Peter Beemer by whom she had
nine children—John, David, Peter, Amos, Asa, Sarah, Mary, Eliza, and
Catharine’; Lydia, who married John Roloson, brother to Joseph Rolo-
son, Hannah’s husband, by whom she had. eight children—Benjamin,
Mary, Joseph and Jacob, twins, Eliza, Levi, Irena, and Joel ; and Mary,
who married Peter Clutter; all of whom were born in Hunterdon Coun-
ty, New Jersey. He was a farmer by occupation ; and so were all his
gons. About the year 1780, he and his family removed to Sussex
County, New Jersey, where he resided until his death, which occurred
about the year 1800. His daughters, Rachel, Lydia and Mary, removed
to Western New York, and from thence Lydia removed to Ohio, and
settled in Delawaré County. All his daughters lived to be about 80
‘years of age. : . B
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2. Deacon Cornelius Van Sickle, the first child of Andrew and
Mary, was born in Hunterdon County, in the State of New Jersey about
the year 1741. He married (about 1768) his second cousin, Miss Anne

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VaN SickLe, oldest daughter of Margaret and ——, and sister to Peter,
the I., by whom he had eight children——all daughters ; namely, Marija
(Mary), who was baptized in the Dutch Reformed Church of Reading-
ton, New Jersey, October 29, 1769, and who married. Henry Roloson,
by whom she had ten children—Cornelius, Nathaniel, Mary, Henry,

Jemima, Julia, Sarah, Joel, John V., and Mahala ; Sarah, who married
Nathaniel Richards, of Ulster Co,, N. Y., by whom she had nine child-
dren——Cornelius, Anna, Abraham, Catharine and Mary (twins), Natha-
niel, Peter, Sarah, and Rachel; Nancy, who married Andrew Compton,
of Sussex Co., N. J.——no children; 4nne, who married Stephen Comp-
ton, brother to Andrew Compton, Nancy’s husband ; Rachel, who mar-
ried (Dec. 8, 1795) Jucob Sheppard; Naomi, who married (May 10,
1798) James Huffman, by whom she had three children—John, James,
and Julia; Catharine, who married James McCord, of Sussex Co., N,
J., by whom she had three children—Cornelius, John, and Sarah; and
Elizabeth, who married Cornelius Jones, by whom she had a son, Cor-
nelins.  He (Cornelius, the II.) is said to have walked from Hunterdon
to Sussex County® (New Jersey) with a willow cane which he cut in
two and planted on the old homestead in Wantage Township, near what
is now (1880) called the “Van Sickle School House,” from which grew
two large trees. He was very supple, as well as athletic, and many
traditions exist in regard to his wonderful feats of strength and agility,

*Sussex! County, the Mother of Van Sickles, was organized and chartered in the year 1754; .bat the
act incorporating tlie county was passed on the 8th of June of the previous year. Bussex County was
at first comprehended wirhin the Hmits of Burllugton County. [n 1718 Hunferdon was organized into a
county, and was separated from Burlington. In 1738 Morrig County was set off and chartered, snd from
Morris, SBussex was set off and chartered. The name Susser wus given to it by Jonathan Belcher, Erq.,
Governor of the provinee, in compliment to the Duke of Newcastle, whose family seat wasin the
County of Sussex, England. Warren County was set off from Sussex in 1824, Susuex County g 21 miles
broad, 27 miles long, and contains an area of 67 square miles. It is bounded north by Orange County,
New York; east by Passaic and Morris; 8outh by Warren; and west by the Deluware River. The first
settlement in the limits of Sussex County was made ln 1610, in the Minisink Valley, These early set-
tlers were Hollanders, who purchased their lands of the Indians, (who were called Min gnas and were
also known as the Minsies, having taken their name from the valley in which they lived—M insies be-
ing a corruption, a3 it would scem, of Minisinlk, which means “a drained lowland”), These hardy plo-
neers put up their log huts in the wilderness, and “soon made the fertile soil and the buricd minersls
cuntrigute io their wants and their wealth.,” Log cabins had been built hete on the Delaware, orchards
planted, mnines worked, and the ore transported one I undred miles over nn exeellent road, when the
present site of Philadelphia was a wilderness. “Inthelog-cabing of the pioneers of this county there
was no furnitnre to dazzle without proflt,  Oiled paper might serve for window gzlass, & pail of water [or
4 mirror, 8 pine-knot for o candle, and the wheel and the loom made the misic of the family. The
father supplied ‘he lax and the woo!l, and the fair hands of our mother and their danghters furnished
the cloth and the ready-made garmments. They were rich in their own resources, Theit wants wore few
and gimple. The trencher and the wooden bowl were the ching, and pewter was the silverware of the
family, with milk and water for their tea, a burnt cruet for their coffee, and hrown bread for their calke.
Of course with stch a generation, the physician had put little to do. IT privation and toil were corn-
paniong, health was their reward,” Hehool-houses and meeting-houses were unknown, Wagons were
of the rudest kind, being “constructed with little or no iron; the wheels, made of thick felloes, wera
held together by wooden ping, without tires. Sleds were in general use, ronghly put together, and shod
with wood. Flax, tow, and rawhlde were the materials of which harness was made. Horses were em-
rloyed to tread out the grain; and, at a Iater date, scythes, erudles, and fanning-mills eame into use.
“Sussex County, daring the h-evn[ubi onary era shared a full proportion of the sturdy freeborn Rpirit
which coneeived, and the ivon will and persistent energy which carriod to completion the liberation of
our conntry fromn British despotism.” But “in consequence ofthe violent conduct of a few oatlaws, who
took advautage of the retreats afforded by her mountains, Sussex has been stigratized as a 'Nest of
Tories;” yet no county in the state can show so fair a proportion of loyal eitizens who faithfully adhered
to the principles of the onth administered to them by the State, In the annals of the county enough is
found to vindicate the patriotlsm of her eitizens; and to show the general unanimity with which hey
embraced the cause of freedom.” In 1760 Sussex Couunty contained 19,500 inhabitants, making it the
second county ln the state ln population; whilein the year 1800 it was the first in the State. The HeCIETyY
in Bussex County is generally picturesque; small lakes abound, some of which are found on the surm-
mits of mountaing; others are called “White Ponds” from the numerous small white shells found at the
bottom. Bussex County is one of the most interesting mineral tracts in the world. Iron and zine are
found in the mountains; and marble and many other rare minerals exist, This eoun ty is also one of
the best agricultural districts in the State. The principal products are corn and wheat; also milk and
butter. of which large quantles are sent to the New York market. Sussex, like Hunterdon County, once
abounded in distilleries; in one township {Wantage) there were eleven in successful apergtion; but now
(1880} there 14 none; law snits and drunkeness have declined, and the people devote their time toim-
proving their farms, which yield abundanee.
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" He was elected Deacon in the Low Dutch Reformed Church in 1801,
and was distinguished for piety. He died in Sussex County, New Jer-
sey, about the year 1820. All his daughters are said to have married
in Sussex County, (New Jersey). -Iis daughters Anna and Rachel re-
moved to Western New York, and Elizabeth to Pennsylvania, where she
is said to have been twice married after the death of her first husband,
Cornelius Jones. |

Garret Van Sickle, a son of Andrew and Mary, married
Catharine , by whom he had four children; Mary, who is supposed
to have married (March 8, 1801) William Caykendall; Anna, of whom
there is no further trace ; John, born Aug. 11, 1780 ; and Peter G., born
Dec. 19, 1783. He was eminent for piety. He died in Sussex County,
New Jersey, at about the age of 80,

4. IV. Benjamin Van Sickle, a son of Andrew and Mary, was
twice married. By his first wife he had two children; I. ZLewss, born
Sep. 12, 1780 ; and II. Margaret, born about 1783, who married Isaiah
Wmﬁeld by whom she had four chlldreanoseph Lewis, Benjamin,
and Millie (all of whom are deceased). By his second wife, Depsy
Quick, he had three children; (IT1.) 1st, 7%omas, born July 9 1787
(IV.) 2nd, Anna, who married (1st) Michael Roarlch and (2nd) Cor-
nelius Roloson, by whom she had several children, and removed to Ohio
-about the year 1819 ; and (V.) 3rd, Benjamin B.; all of whom were
born in Sussex Co., N. J. He was noted for piety. He died in Sussex
Co., N. J., about the year 1837.

5. V. Andrew Van Sickle, a son of Andrew and Mary, was born
about 1761. He married (about 1786) Nancy Lowe, by whom he had
five children; Mary, who married (Jan. 29, 1804) Holmes Ketcham ;
Lydia, who married Jeremiah Cole, by whom she had’ children—
Andrew, William, Isaac, etc; Pefer 4., who removed to Ohio, and set-
tled near Zanesville; Bowdawine; and Andrew. He died in'Susset-
- Co., N. J., about the year 1840.

6. 'VI Peter Van Sickle, a son of Andrew and Mary, was born in
Hunterdon Co.,N.J,about the year 1762. He was married (about 1785%)
in Sussex Co., N. J., fo REBEcCa, daughter of Peter Beemer, formerly of
Germany, by whom he had seven children ; 1. Jacob, born Feb. 23,
1798 ; 1L John, born Deec. 24, 1791 ; IIL Eéa,zabetk born about 1794
who married Daniel Finch, by whom she had twelve chﬂdren—-—Ira, Re-
becca, Ann (who married Wm. Andrews), Peter Van Sickle, Isaac (who
married Clarrinda Gray), Clarissa (who died young), Daniel Evans,
George Moore (who married Ksther Conway), Eunice Eliza (who mar-
ried Wm.

His son John, and daughter Klizabeth, removed to Ohio, and settled in
Delaware County. His daughter Catharine now (1880) resides near
Deckertown, N. J. All his children were born in Sussex Co., N. J.

7. VIIL. John Van Sickle, a son of Andrew and Mary, was married
in Sussex Co., N. J., April 22, 1806, to Gitley Dudder, by whom he
had two sons, Daniel and Martin. He removed to Western New York,
where he died soon after his arrival. Of his children there is no further
trace.
