nier, first held it; next his son Aaron; next his grand son Daniel; and
lastly, H. D, Van Syckel, the son of Daniel, and Samuel Parry, who
held it a few years, then sold it.) He was a successful husiness man,
and accumulated a handsome property, as is shown by his will* given
below. He died on Tuesday the 12th of December, 1803. His wife,
Melrcy, survived him nearly twelve years, and died the 26th of June,
1815.

T recommend my
body &0 the earth to bé buried in a ehristian-like mmanner al the diserstion of my Executor herein nam-
ed, and a8 touching my workdly Fstate wherewith 1t has pleased God to biess me with, [ give, begueatl:,
and dispose of it in the following manner and form, viz: first, 1 order and divect that all my just delts
and funeral charges be fully paid out of Iy personal Bstate, lmprimis,I give and bequeath untio Mer-
oy, my well-beloved wife, the whole use and benetilt of miy plantation whereon I now live, containing
two hundred and forty acres, togeiber with thoe whole of the bulldings and appurtenanees thereunto he-
longing, for the full term of four years hext after my deceaseif she remaing my widow till that period ;
if not, only the term she remalns my widow ; algo, I give unto my said wife, 1o her own use and dispo-
sal, ull and singular what she may have in hand al ftae lime of my decznse, and also as much grain for
bread and other necessary uses, also meat for her support for one whole year ufier Iny deccase. Algo 1
give unto my raid wifo and to er heirs and assigns forever, one horse and two eows, ler choice; alsoa
saddle and bridle and two heds with theire furniture, her choiee of my beds and as much of my house-
hold farnitare as she shall think suificient for her housekeeping, and T farther give nnlo my said wife
* all the yarn and iinen eloth she may have by her at the time of my decease, Note, Aftor the expiration

of the above recited four years whenl my said wife shall Iease or quit my said bous and plantation, I give
unto her and to her heirs and assigns forever the frll st of twenty-five pounds in gold or stlver money
to be paid Lo her by my Executor yearly and every year daring the term she rémains my widow. Ifem:,
I give and bogueath unte iny beloved grand ehildren the offspring of my beloved son Richard Van-
sickel, the sum ol 1wo hundred twenty-five pounds in gold or siiver money, to be paid in manner and
form following, 1hai's 1o sy, to the five sons [ give the sum of thirty pounds each, and to the Lhree
daughters I give the sum of twenty-five pounds each, to be like money above-said ; one-third of said
Lesacies to be pald by iy BExecutor in four yoars after my deceass, the other two-thirds to be paid the
next two suceeading years, Is isiny will that if one or morve of my grand children should dic before
they shonld come to tull age, Lheire part or Legacy to be equally divided between the survivors of them.
Ttem, I give and begueath unto my beloved son liyvnear Vansicked, Junior, the sum of fifiy pounds in
gold or sttver money, 10 b paid to him by my Executor in one year after my decease. Iterd. ] give une-
oy beloved son samuel Vansickel the whole of my plantation in Sussex County, containing ono
hundred and Afty scres, more or 1oss, (o be to him, his heirs, and Assigns forever, also T give unto my
son Samuel Vansickel the sam of forty-four ponnds to be paid tohim by my Executor within Lwo vears
after my deceage.  ltem, I giveand bequeath unto my daughierannal, now the wilg of George Warne,
the s of one hundred poands in gold or silver moncy, to be paid to ber by my Executor in onc year
after my widow gives up my planiation as above cited, Item, I give and bequeath unio my daughter
Catharine, now the wife of Jacob Probasco, thesnam of twenty-five pounds, to be paid to lier 0T her heirs
and assigus by may Ixecutor in one year aiter my deceage. [tem, I give and devise anto my beloved
sor Aaron Vansiclkel and to his heirs asd agsigns forever, the whole of my plantation where I now live,
eontaining two hundred and forby acres, more or less,  All 1he residue of my personal estate after my
wife has taken what she may choose, il Is my will, should be sold in as short vne after my decease as by
my Excentor may be thought convenient, and the neel proceeds arising from the sale fieraf 10 he divided
heiween the whole of my children share and share ajilke. Lastly, I do hereby constitute make and or-
dain my son Aaron Vansiclel of the Towns=bip of Bethleben, in the County of IIunicrdon, my only
and solc Kxeeutor of his my last will and testiuanent, and I do heveby utterly disaliow, revoke, and dis-
annul all and every other and former wills and Lestaments, Legaelesy, and Lixesutors by me in any wige
before named, Ratifying and Confirming this and no other to be my last will and testament. In wit-
ness whoereof I have hereanto set my hasnd and seal this ninth day of February, in the year of our Lord
One Thousand Kight hundred and two, 1802

The soldiers
of 1812 encamped near it; and at a later date a company of militia met
at the Hickory for general muster or training, and on account of some
disagreement, the different companies, including all the milifia, got into
a general fist fight, and it was some time before matters were settled.
e died February 12, 1830. His wife, Ellen or Hleanor (who was born
Jane 25, 1766), survived him twenty-one years, and died November 2,
1851.

Samuel Van Syckel, or Syckle, the ninth child of Mercy
and Reinier, the TII., was born in Hunterdon Co., N.J., January 28,
1769. He was twice married ; both times in Warren Co., N. J.; first, to
Jomanna Axrorp, by whom he had a son, Abraham, born May 27,1793.
He next married (May 2, 1796) Buzisern Axrorp, sister to his first
wife, Johanna, by whom he had five children; Hlize, who married
Henry Van Ness; Mary, who married Daniel Hall; Sarah Ann, who
married Richard Green; Samuel, born Dee. 31, (about 1803); and
Rynear, born Jan. 1 (about 1801).  The last two were twins, sithough
born in different years. He was a farmer by occupation. He died in
Warren County, New Jersey.

(1st.) Enoch Randolph (by whom she had three children—Lewis, Mary
Klizabeth, nd Zeviah), and (2nd) a Mr. Crane (by whom she had one
child, a daughter, Hattie).
