
Introduction

In this Recipe, you will learn the basics of making a multimedia project with
MediaBlender as you create a project on space exploration. This project will give you
an introduction to adding text, graphics, sounds, and creating an interactive project. 

To begin, double-click the MediaBlender icon on the Dock. 

If there is no icon on the Dock, the MediaBlender application will be in a folder in the
Applications folder. 

MediaBlender will launch and you will see the Welcome to MediaBlender dialog. 

Click the New Project button. 

MediaBlender will open a new, blank project. 
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Add a Background

Go to the Project menu and choose Add a Background. 

You will see the Page Options dialog. 
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Click the Browse Files button. 

At the Open dialog, select the image called earth. 
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Click the Open button. 

At the Picture Picker dialog, click the OK button. 
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At the Page Options dialog, click the OK button. 
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The image will be the background for the page. 
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Add a Title

Click the New Text Object Tool on the tool palette. 

A Tip dialog will appear. 
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Click and drag the cursor to create a box in the upper left corner of the page. 

A text object will appear on the page.

Click in the text object to make it active. 

Type: Exploring Space 
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You can now format the text object to make it look more like a title. 

Click the Edit Tool on the tool palette. 

Double-click the text object. 

You will see the Text Options dialog. 

Click the Show Vertical Scroll Bar and Draw Frame check boxes to un-check these
options. 
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Click the Style button. 

You will see the Text Object Style Picker dialog. 

Click a light color from the Text Color palette. 
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Click black on the Background Color palette to match the background image. 

Use the Font pull-down menu to select a font for the title. 
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You will see the text object style show in the Preview area. 

Use the Size pull-down menu to select 72. 

Click the Bold check box. 
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Click the OK button. 

At the Text Options dialog, click the OK button. 
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You will see the title on the page. 

The title may not fit appropriately in the text object at the current size. 
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You can resize a text object. 

Click the text object to select it. You will notice a thin white line and eight handles
showing the outline of the text object. 
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Click and drag the handle in the lower right corner to make the text object large enough
so that you can see each word completely. 
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Click the Browse Tool on the tool palette when you are finished. 

Saving a Project

Now is a good time to save your project. 

Go to the File menu and choose Save As. 

At the Save As dialog, navigate to a location on your computer where you want to save
the project. 
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Click the New Folder button to make a new folder that will hold your project and all of
the project files. 

You will see the New Folder dialog. 

For the name of the new folder, type: Space 
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Click the Create button. 

Click in the Save As field and type a name for the project. 
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Click the Save button.

Adding Additional Pages

You can add additional pages to a project. 

Click the New Page button on the tool palette. 

This will create a second page in the project. 

On the Information Bar, you will notice that you are now on Page 2 of 2. 

Go to the Project menu and choose Add a Background. 

At the Page Options dialog, click the color black to match the image on the first page. 
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Click the OK button. 

The page will have a black background. 
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Click the New Text Object Tool on the tool palette. 

Click and drag a text object on the page. The text object should cover most of the left
half of the page. 

Your page should look something like this: 
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Click in the text object. Type some text about the Apollo missions to the moon. 

You can use the following text: 

The Apollo missions were designed to put a person on the moon. Early Apollo missions
tested theories, techniques, and technologies that would be necessary for landing on
the moon and returning safely to the Earth. 

On July 20, 1969, during the Apollo 11 mission, astronauts Neil Armstrong and Buzz
Aldrin set foot on the moon and spent over 21 hours there. 
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Click the Edit Tool on the tool palette. 

Double-click the text object to edit it. 

You will see the Text Options dialog. 

Click the Show Vertical Scroll Bar and Draw Frame check boxes to un-check these
options. 
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Click the Style button. 

Use the Font pull-down menu to select a font for the text. 
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
