The worldÕs longest aerial tramway
transports you above deep canyons and
breathtaking terrain. See natureÕs dramatic
beauty unfold before you. At sunset the
desert skies produce a spectacular array of
color form the observation deck atop
10,378 foot Sandia Peak in the Cibola
National Forest, giving you an 11,000



square-mile panoramic view of the ÒLand
of EnchantmentÓ. A restaurant at the top is
available if you wish to have dinner atop
Sandia Peak (dinner not included).

Also known as "Sky City", Acoma is a
Native American pueblo built on top of a
367-foot (112 m) sandstone mesa. The
Pueblo, believed to have been established
in the 12th century or even earlier, was
chosen in part because of its defensive
position against raiders. It is regarded as
the oldest continuously inhabited
community in the United States. You'll get
a tour of Sky City, an opportunity to visit
the museum and gift shop, some time to
visit the various vendors that usually set
up shop nearby, and a boxed lunch at the
onsite coffee shop. (Please note that you
may not take photographs anywhere in
Acoma without paying a separate camera
fee.)

Petroglyph National
M onument protects
a variety of cultural
and natural
resources including
volcanos,
archeological sites and an estimated
20,000 carved images. M any of the images
are recognizable as animals, people,
brands and crosses; others are more
complex. A guide will lead you through
the park, which will require moderate
hiking and some light climbing to see
some of the sights.

Even if youÕre not a jewelry collector, the
museum is quite fascinating. The price
includes having one piece of jewelry
appraised, so be sure to bring one along.
